Policy Letter ST-13:  UCMJ Authority for Alcohol Related Incidents

1.  PURPOSE.  To establish policy for jurisdiction, reporting, and disposition of any allegations of misconduct involving alchohol.

2.  APPLICABILITY.  This policy applies to all 1-77 AR units and assigned or attached personnel.

3.  POLICY.  I reserve the authority to determine the appropriate disposition for all allegations of violations of the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) that in any way involve the use of alcohol for soldiers in the rank of E1-E6.  The Brigade Commander has reserved this authority for soldiers in the rank of E7 and above.  Commanders that learn about any allegations of misconduct involving alcohol will forward an initial report to me.  The initial report will be made within 24 hours.  Notification may be telephonic followed immediately by an e-mail or written statement from the CO CDR detailing the alleged incident; to include any prior history of similar misconduct, witnesses, where and when it took place and a recommended disposition of the charges.  If there is doubt about whether alleged misconduct constitutes an offense, report the incident.  In addition, follow all instructions as they apply, in Battalion Policy Letter ST-5.
