Policy Letter ST-5

Release and Processing of Detainees for Alcohol Related Incidents

1.  Reference:  1ST Infantry Division Policy Letter CG-02, Release and Processing of Detainees

2.  Soldiers detained by the Military Police for alcohol related driving incidents will be picked up by the Company Commander and/or 1SG.  Only if both the CDR and 1SG are unavailable, another member of the unit pick up the soldier and that individual will be the highest ranking member of the chain of command that is available.

3.  Not later than 12 hours after the soldier is picked up from the Military Police, the entire chain of command (at company level) for that soldier will assemble in the company area and conduct a preliminary investigation into the incident.  That investigation will be conducted in the Class A uniform.  A written report of this preliminary investigation will be submitted to the battalion commander upon completion.  In addition to this investigation, company commanders and first sergeants will execute all the steps outlined in 1ST Infantry Division Policy CG-02 at that time.

4.  Only company commanders or the battalion commander will pick up officers from the Military Police if detained for an alcohol related incident.  All other procedures in this policy letter apply.

5.  Commanders and first sergeants will place special emphasis on this subject at the last duty formation before every weekend.

6.  Post this policy letter on all unit bulletin boards.
