Weekend & Holiday Safety Briefing and Personnel Accountability

1.  Reference:  None.

2.  Unit commanders are personally responsible for the establishment and functioning of a unit safety program.  Briefings are not programs and will not substitute as such.

3.  Company Commanders are responsible for conducting a safety briefing for all assigned personnel before releasing the company for a holiday or weekend.  Units will not be released until briefings are completed and results given to the Battalion Executive Officer.  This briefing should include, as appropriate, the following areas:


a.   Fire prevention and safety


b.   Billets conduct and safety


c.   POV safety, vehicle inspections, use of seatbelts


d.   Hot/cold weather injury prevention


e.   Use and abuse of alcohol


f.    Illegal drug use


g.   Drinking and driving


h.   Travel safety and requirements



i.    Sexually transmitted disease prevention


j.    Terrorism threats


k.   Water safety


l.    The “buddy system”

         m.    Personal conduct


n.   Local national relations

4.  At a minimum units will conduct random checks (25%) of POV’s, driver’s licenses, and insurance prior to release for a three day or longer weekend or holiday.  100% checks will occur prior to any block leave period.

5.  The S-1 has the staff responsibility to develop a POV checklist that will be used by unit leaders.  These checklists will be filled out by immediate supervisors and kept on file in the company orderly rooms.

6.  Post this policy letter on all unit bulletin boards.
