Policy Letter ST-7:  Hearing Conservation Program

1.  Reference:  None.

2.  The use of hearing protection drastically reduces the risk of permanent hearing loss.  In order to ensure each soldier is adequately protected, I am directing that each soldier have a set of earplugs when dressed in BDU’s.  In garrison, the earplug case will be worn on the left front pocket and a battalion crest will be affixed to it.  In the field, the earplug case will be carried in the left pocket of their LBV. 

3.  Earplugs will be worn any time a soldier is working on or near an operational vehicle of five tons or larger.  Earplugs will be worn when soldiers are operating equipment such as mowers and weed eaters.  Earplugs will be worn on all small arms ranges for all safety and firing personnel.  Additionally, double hearing protection (earplugs and a CVC or earplugs and earmuffs) will be worn when armor crewmen are conducting life fire exercises on vehicles.
