Extract from Policy Memorandum #5-3, (Supervision of Children)
CURFEW
The following information reference curfews for school age children has been established for children between the grades of 4-12 who are not under direct parental supervision.  The curfews prevent unsupervised activity during high crime periods and coincide with quiet hours as specified by German law. 

           (1)  The community curfew for minors is not limited to the housing area but includes Ledward and Conn Barracks. 

           (2)  Community curfew for family members is as follows:

4th-8th
                      2100 SUNDAY-THURSDAY, 2200 FRIDAY-SATURDAY

9th-12th                               2300 SUNDAY-THURSDAY, 2400 FRIDAY-SATURDAY

          (3)  After established curfew periods, minor family members must be accompanied by their sponsor, parent or guardian.  

          (4)  If children are coming from an organized function (e.g., YS dance, basketball game, etc.) the curfew is extended for the period of the event.  The sponsoring activity will notify the Military Police Desk Sergeant of the closing time of the event. 

           (5)  Military Police will temporarily detain minor family members who violate curfew hours and notify the minor’s sponsor, parents or guardian.  

          (6)  The parent or guardian will be required to pick up the minor and the MP’s will report the violation to the Civilian Misconduct Action Authority (CMAA) in accordance with USAREUR Reg. 27-9.   

6.  To ensure the safety of our children, this policy will be monitored by area, building and stairwell coordinators and the military police.  Everyone is responsible for questioning children out past designated hours.  Violators will be reported to the chain of command or military police.
