• Before buying new cleaning products, check to see if you 
still have some left in stock to avoid having to store extra 
hazardous materials at home. 

• Avoid purchasing cleaning products that are marked as 
toxic, corrosive, flammable, or otherwise hazardous.   
Warning labels can help you avoid these products! 
 

• Store cleaning products in a secure location, away from 
children and pets. 

• Leave cleaning products in their original containers, with 
the original warning labels intact. 

• NEVER decant cleaning products into beverage contain-
ers. 

• Look for cleaning products that have natural ingredients and 
are free from skin irritants, unnecessary dyes, and added 
fragrances.  Check out your 
local PX and Commissary for 
safer and more environmen-
tally friendly alternatives.  
Product labels can help! 

• Use cleaning products only for their designated purposes and 
in the recommended concentrations.  Do not mix different 
cleaning agents to avoid dangerous chemical reactions. 

• Avoid spilling cleaning agents and clean up any spills immedi-
ately. 

• Keep children and pets away while cleaning agents are han-
dled. 

• Do not throw away excess cleaning products.  Bring them to 
the recycling centers.  

As the winter season is slowly coming to an end, it is time to start thinking about spring cleaning.  While great for freshening up and 
organizing our homes, spring cleaning can also be a hazard.  Cleaning products are often hazardous, containing ingredients that are 
toxic, irritants, or otherwise dangerous to human health or the environment.   
In order to make spring cleaning safe and successful, it is important to keep a few things in mind:

F u e l  s a v i n g  t i p s  
These days we have no shortage of reasons to save fuel:  An Executive Order released by President Obama aims to reduce the 
petroleum consumption of agency fleets by 2% annually.  Of course, we all know about climate change and its severe consequences, 
and we want to minimize the greenhouse effect by reducing our carbon dioxide emissions.  Last but not least, each time we visit the 
gas station we are reminded of rising fuel prices.  Below are some useful tips on how to save fuel every day: 

1. Remove surplus weight!  Every weight requires extra energy to transport it!  Remove the roof 
rack after coming home from vacation and tidy your trunk from time to time. 

2. Avoid excessive idling!  In Germany, idling is forbidden by law.  Whenever you have to wait for 
someone in front of his/her house or wait at a crossing: Turn the engine off!  Moreover, do not 
idle your car to warm it up!  Two minutes of idling your car uses as much fuel as driving 1 mile!  
Besides, technically, it is counterproductive. 

3. Check your tire pressure!  If the pressure is too low, roll resistance grows and you need more 
fuel.  If you reduce your tire pressure by even 0.6 bar below the optimum, your fuel consumption 
increases by 6%. 

4. Accelerate slowly!  Acceleration uses more fuel: Change to a higher gear as soon as possible. 
5. Practice car sharing!  One car instead of two needs only half the amount of fuel. 

6. Drive with anticipation!  Watch out to see if someone ahead of you brakes, if traffic lights turn red, and so on, 
and reduce acceleration instead of braking at the last second. 

7. Plan your trips in advance!  And combine short trips into one. 
8. Drive fuel-efficient cars!  When buying a new one, prefer a fuel-saving model. 
9. Leave the car at home!  Zero fuel consumption – zero greenhouse gases emitted, and very healthy too.
