In memory of two Schweinfurt Soldiers

Ledward Chapel was packed this morning with family, friends,
community members and fellow Soldiers who came to pay their
final respects to two Soldiers lost in Iraq.

Sgt. Milton A. Gist
Jr., and Sgt. Corey J.
Aultz, both assigned
to headquarters and
headquarters Company,
1t Battalion, 77
Armor Regiment, were
killed by improvised
exploding devices Jan.
30.

“Both were funny,
as well as serious
Soldiers,” recalled Sgt.
Christian G. Thomas, who was a close friend to both Soldiers and
was Aultz’s roommate while in Iraq.

“Sgt. Gist was one of my closest friends here in Germany,”
Thomas said of their shared experiences both within the unit and
out on the town.

Thomas admitted that his friend Aultz converted him to coffee
while in Iraq and always gave him a hard time about “stealing” his
sugar.

“But he always made sure we had enough,” Thomas noted with
a smile.

Reading the remarks of the fallen Soldiers’ commanders, Capt.
Thomas McMurtrie, the Company D commander, said that Aultz
always had three things with him when he was preparing to drive
off on a mission.

“A cigarette, a coffee and a story about the unit from 5 or 6
years ago,” he said, relaying the remarks of Maj. Jabari Miller,

HHC commander.

Aultz, whose only duty station in more than 11 years of service
was with the Steel Tigers, was well-integrated in the community
of Munnerstadt. A busload of mourners from the town attended the
memorial service to bid their friend farewell.

“I can only see his incredibly huge smile,” said McMurtrie as
he read the remarks of Lt. Col. Miciotto Johnson, Task Force Steel
Tiger commander.

Gist, who served as a food specialist with the unit, volunteered
upon deployment to serve on the battalion leadership’s personal
security detail.

“Whatever he did, he did it with style,” Miller said, describing
the delicacies on
the food line in
the dining facility
where Gist worked.

“Everything
before him looked
like it came out
of a big gourmet
magazine,”  Miller
said.

Remembering |
his two friends,
Thomas  said it [
would not be easy to |-
go back to Iraq and |
not see them there.

“They were such
fine NCOs,” said Johnson.

Aultz is survived by his wife Nadine, daughter Selena, father
Donald Degaugh, and sister Tamra Aultz.

Gist is survived by his wife Raheisha, daughter Jendayah, son
Jakweli, and mother Angienette Morgan.

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From Schweinfurt teacher to Venice Masquerader

Adorned in feathers, gleaming jewels,
bangles, meters of fabric and toile, and
wearing large ornamented hats, masked
Schweinfurt Middle School (SMS) teachers
stroll the streets of Venice, Italy, each year
hoping to catch the eyes of onlookers or a

During the creative process, sometimes
it comes together easily and other times, a
costume may seem to be missing something.
In those cases, it’s put on the shelf until
inspiration and the right accessories come
along.

sometimes rent them out. The costumes
are also modified and altered for future
festivals.

They have returned to Carnivale in
Venice each year since the first and have
brought more people with them each time.
Now, about 20-25 Department of Defense
teachers dress up for the festival.

In 1995 Karen Rose, sixth-
grade social studies teacher,
and Nancy Dauber, art and
social studies teacher, took
their first trip in costume with

a friend to Venice. !
Upon  returning, they
immediately began making
costumes for the next year.
About 20 meters of fabric is
gathered, usually from Istanbul,
for each costume. Accessories
and trimming are found at
craft stores and flea markets.
Sometimes, they will even tear
apart a fur coat or use formal
attire off the discount racks as

part of material.

Dauber and Rose say they
both learned to sew from 4-
H as well as their grandmas
who took time to teach them.
But when it comes to making
Carnivale costumes, they break
every rule in the book.

“Things are not supposed to
fit because you have to wear
clothes underneath. You’re not
looking at the seam, you’re
looking at the effect. People
don’t care that seams are
crooked—they don’t notice
that,” said Rose.

Those in costume will often
take pictures of each other or
approach a costume of interest
to look at it in detail.

“I’'ve had French people
actually almost pull my hat off my head
trying to figure out what I’d done and how
I put things together,” said Dauber.

Sara Maka, teacher of gifted education
and reading at SMS, has attended Carnivale
in costume for six years. One of her outfits

“I’ve been working on a costume for
four years now,” said Dauber, explaining
how she hasn’t gotten the vision for it yet.

In the end, a costume and all of its
accessories can cost $300 to $500. After
they wear them at the festivals, they

LE “It becomes an addiction,”
Maka said. “It is fun having
the crowds part for you when
you’re in costume.”

They also go to Remiremont,
France in the  spring,
Ludwigsburg in September,
and Nurnberg to walk in the
parade.

Some of their trips have
even been paid for by groups
who desire their attendance in
costume at gallery shows.

Julia  Vandall, resource
teacher at SMS, has attended
Venice’s Carnivale in costume
twice.

“The most fun is having
people from all over the world
g wanting to pose with you for
| their private photos. They treat
| you like a celebrity and the
children especially are just so
| in awe of you,” she said.

Rose explained her
enjoyment of the event and
why she likes dressing up in
mask and costume.

“Hiding is always fun, and
you’re not who you usually
are. You can play another role.
Half of [the fun] is making the
costumes, working with other
people and traveling to pick up
things to use for the costumes,”
she said.

They have found photos
of themselves in magazines,
calendars, and books, and on
television and ceramic tiles.

As far as future attendance goes, there
is no question about it. They say they’re
hooked and plan to dress up and participate
rain or shine.
